Blue alludes to the sky, the 

primary theater of Air Force 

operations.  Yellow refers to 

the sun and the excellence 

required of Air Force 

personnel.  The globe 

represents the Center’s global 

reach and its scope of 

operations, while the 

background colors represent 

day and night, reflecting the 

Center’s delivery of core 

capabilities at all times.  The 

knight’s mailed glove 

symbolizes the support that is 

grounded in an Airman’s 

pledge to be a warrior, 

relevant, wearing the armor of 

integrity, not faltering in their 

promise to support 

commanders.  The contrail, 

generated from the supporting 

gloved hand, denotes the 

AFIMSC generating their 

expeditionary-enabling core 

capabilities and 

responsiveness to the 

warfighter anywhere. 
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
